The problem that occurred 
with me and many others is that inside, sometimes 
deep inside, we have a driving need to let another 
role emerge. An opposite gender role, that at times 
can closely parallel our biological role and at times 
be completely out of phase with it. In my case I 
find a lot of parallelism between the two roles has 
evolved during the past 5 months. I have given 
myself the chance to J~'L this opposite gender role 
emerge into the light of day and now I can say that 
I am glad that I !1ave started to explore this long 
suporessed side of mv nature.

~:.;.perienced during these past months has been the 
relationships that have started to blossom for me. 
My masculine side was never able to become 
closely involved with other people. I speak here of 
involvement at a social level, being able to express , 
my emotions and relate to others. I would guess 
that this ability to suppress emotions is one of the 
traits that I unknowingly was led to believe was 
part of being masculine. Not necessarily so, but for 

In conclusion I can only say that the changes I 
have seen indicate to me that I have had a certain 
amount of success in my desire to live in this new 
gender role. Also, I have several new challenges 
ahead of me to hopefully regain the status I enjoyed 
in the male role. Probably the most important thing 
that I am now feeling is a certain amount of 

me, my explorations into my feminine side have 
removed the restrictions that I have placed on 
myself over the years. Now I feel free to become 
much more involved with others of both sexes at a 
social level.In the past few months I have learned 
that women seem to relate to each other at many 
more levels then do men. They seem to confide 
more with their peers. My acceptance in a few 
feminine circles at work has shown me this. In 
general I would guess that women are more 
concerned with relationships and emotions than 
men. Once you start being accepted (or at least 
tentatively included) into a group of women, this 
becomes fairly apparent. 

On the other side, my relationships with the men 
I work with seem to have taken an interesting turn. 
I do not stress the need for men to treat me any 
different, but none the less I am treated qifferently 
in many subtle ways. Those that have known me 
for years see basically the same person with regard 
to capabilities, general attitudes, outside interests, 
etc .. Now they tend to treat me as more of an 
outsider at times. The risque jokes, the relating of 
"I did this" experiences, the off color comments 
about certain women have all but disappeared (I do 
get the equivalent from the feminine side of the 
fence a little now, so I would say what's fair is 
fair). In there place I am presented a more business 
like attitude, with courtesy I had not expected. 

In another light I have had some real problems 
with some career related issues. Since I am an 
engineer, recognition at a professional level is 
necessary for advancement,or in my case, holding 
my position. This recognition has drasticly 
deteriated. Also, I had heard the old adage for years 
that women have to work much harder to prove 
themselves in business, especially in technically 
oriented fields. Well, I now have first hand proof 
that this is true. I was highly respected by my peers 
before my transition. In the past several months I 
have had more than one incident in which I was not 
perceived as being knowledgeable in certain areas 
where I had proven my capabilities before. While I 
can only speculate why I was passed over as a 
resource, I feel that the feminine role that I have 
adopted has had an influence.

Mariette Allen Generates a Stir 

Recently the New York Post ran an article about 
state funding being designated for, in their opinion, 
"questionable purposes". They used a very 
misleading headline which read "TAX $$ 
PAYING FOR MEN IN DRAG". Also, there 
was a secondary headline stating "State spends 
lOOG to push gay way of life". Actually 
when you read the article it became apparent that 
they were misleading their readership by the 
headlines, since the content of the article mainly 
addressed the spending of state funds for several 
gay and lesbian related arts projects. In addition 
these projects spanned a period of several years. As 
it turns out, one of these grants was a small grant 
(actually a $7200 speaking fee) for Mariette Allen 
to speak at several state universities to educate the 
public about crossdressers through her 
photographic work on covering this subject. She is 
probably the most recognized photographer in our 
culture and is in the process of publishing a photo 5 

essay on the subject of crossdressing. The article 
created quite a stir around the country and it even 
prompted some to try and start a letter writing 
campaign to the Post condemning such misleading 
reporting. In actuality it is probably better to let this 
poor journalism just fade away. The Post thrives 
on sensationalism and would probably enjoy 
entertaining letters from transgendered individuals, 
using them to further their own misleading form of 
journalism. Feeding this fire doesn't seem to be a 
winning situation. This article may help our 
community indirectly, since it has brought Mariette 
Allen into the public eye and might create more 
interest in her work. This will in turn give the 
public a much better insight into our community 
through her fine photo essays.

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GLAMOUR ON CROSSDRESSING ?

It's fun to keep an eye open for stories in the 

media dealing with crossdressing. In last month's 
Glamour Magazine, March 1988, an interesting 
letter appears under the Sex & Health Section, page 
342. See if you agree with Glamour's reply to the 
letter. They may have some of their facts mixed up, 
but for the most part it's interesting. 

MY BOYFRIEND DRESSES IN 
WOMEN'S LINGERIE. IS HE GAY? 
Letter: I recently discovered women's lingerie 

among my boyfriend's clothing. At first, I thought 
the silky underpants, bras and garters belonged to 
another woman. But when I confronted him, he 
confessed that he dresses in these garments for a 
sexual thrill. I'm disgusted to think ge does this, 
but he says many "normal" men enjoy "dressing 
up" occasionally. Is this true? 

Glamour: I can understand your reaction to 
your boyfriend's confession; it was probably not 
only disturbing but confusing. Men who are 
sexually stimulated by wearing women's clothing 
( crossdressing), or even just fantasizing about 
wearing it, are called transvestites. Interestingly, 
these terms refer only to men. Since it is 
fashionable for women to wear men's clothing, it's 
hard to know whether any women cross dress for a 
sexual thrill. Very little is understood about the 
origins of ·crossdressing, but the behavior is 
thought to reflect concerns about gender identity. It 
usually starts in childhood or adolescence, is 
carried on in relative secrecy and is often 
accompanied by masturbation. Although cross 
dressers are often thought of as gay, most are 
heterosexual and typically masculine in their 
everyday appearance and behavior. (Transvestites 
are not to be confused with transsexuals, who feel 
trapped in the "wrong body" and dress up to help 
themselves feel like a person of the opposite sex.) 
A transvestite's fetishistic activity may seem 
strange, but it does not mean that he doesn't want 
to, or isn't able to, sustain a sexual ·relationship 
with a woman. Your boyfriend tells you that many 
"normal" men enjoy dressing up occasionaHy. 
There are no exact figures on how common cross 
dressing is,and one can never know for sure what 

probably unrealistic to expect that your boyfriend 
will be able to give up crossdressing. If you 
continue to feel "disgusted" by it, even if he does it 
strictly in private (as most transvestites do), your 
relationship may not survive. But if you can tol­
erate the behavior as an expression of a special 
need, it need not lead to a breakup. Counselling 
could be of value in helping you deal with your 
boyfriend's behavior.
