When her ~ntry in a 
newswriting contest is.rejected, 
Terry feels sure it's because 
she' a a girl. · To prove herself, 
she disguises herself as a guy 
(see photo) for the duration of 
the journalis~ contest. She ia 
aided- and abetted by her brother 
Buddy (Billy Jacoby) who teaches 
her the fine points of male 
behavior/dress code. He also 
functions as comic relief vithin 
a eomedy, with . such one-liners 
as,· "Lem111e see· you scratch your 
balls; all balls itch--it's a 
fact," and "The male body needs 
sex at all times--it's a l1ving 
hell." By the end of the movie, 

Terry has the fine art of cross­
dressing do...,n to a science. She 
binds down, stuffs her crotch, 
lowers her voice and even uses 
the men's bathroom at school. 
Many funny scenes reYolve around 
the awkwardness of using the all­
male dressing room, restroom, and 
dealing with "crushes" from 
female students. These are 
issues ~hich may not seem so 
funny to us, yet the humor over­
rides the pain.
