* Originated the Outreach Gala Weekend for the CD/TS
community,a reality based social program that helps
those wishing to leave their 'closet'.

* Initiated and developed the first comprehensive educational
film program about our paraculture.

As you can see, the Outreach Institute is proud of its achieve-
ments,but there is still much more that can be done.

hard work,incredible time committments and a minimum of available
funding.

a variety of coping strategies, in resolving psychosocial
difficulties a person may be having with her/his
behavior mode.

Exploration Workshops which offer a chance to learn
more in depth about the varieties of gender role
expressions and the medical and legal aspects of making
gender role transitions.

eFantasia Fair, a nine-day living and learning experience
in alternative gender roles for all inferested crossdressers
and transsexuals in a socially tolerant community.

parties which occur throughout the year and are open to
all interested people. These events are published in our
newsletter and are by invitation.
